Monthly Finance Report for February 2010

This month our offerings were off a bit from last month totaling $22,212 or a
weekly average of $5,553 versus Januaryads
the twelve month period, our monthly expenses are $31,000. At our current amounts
we have a monthly average of $29,308. We will continue to monitor this to see if we
will be able to continue the Family Center activities beyond the end of May. We are
exploring all avenues in order to extend the Family Center operations.

In February, we had net operating loss of $1,889. This was due to some once
yearly expenses, such as stewardship envelopes. We are pleased to report we received
an additional $1,555 in per capita contributions. This brings our yearly total to
$4,530. This represents 137 members or about 36% of our congregation. Last year
we received a total of about 41% of our per capita. As a reminder, our goal for this year
is 60%. If you are including your per capita in with your regular offerings, please make
a note on the outside of your envelope so we can be sure we account for it. We thank
all those members who paid this obligatory expense.

As a reminder, Session meetings are generally the fourth Thursday of the month
at 7.00 PM and are open to the membership. Please join us and get involved in what
our church is doing.
