For those of you who don't like your traditional hymns messed with, here's
a little story | think you'll enjoy from Mark Hayes, one of the foremost music
composers on the scene today:

". .. I'm always looking for creative and fresh ways to engage my
congregation in worship. | came up with the idea of putting the text from the
hymn, Amazing Grace , to an old Celtic folk melody . . . following the Biblical
admonition to sing a new song unto the Lord. I re - harmonized the melody and
created what | thought would be a lovely expression of worship by joining these
two old favorites. | introduced it at Sunday morning worship with great
expectation. The only comment | got was, 'Why did you have to go and mess with
Amazing Grace ? Itwas fine the wayitwas...'

A bit crestfallen, | realized that even when | feel most touched by my creative
muse, sometimes the church is too in love with the 'way we've always done
it." ... Undaunted, | turned that . . . arrangement into an anthem called
Grace , and it's been one of my biggest sellers to choirs around the world.
This story reminds me not to take myself too seriously and that if | follow my
joy, God has bigger things in mind for me than | can even dream."
